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Bubbles teacher’s notes 
A show for nursery pupils
Duration: 20 minutes (will be scheduled for 30 minutes to allow for the fact it’s nursery children!)

Maximum numbers of pupils per show: 16
A brief introduction
Discover different kinds of bubbles and the amazing things they can do!
What to expect

The children will be sitting in seats so they don’t slip on any bubble mix on the floor. The children will watch bubbles being blown and created in a variety of ways and take it in turns to try and create a bubble each.

What is covered
· Bubbles are round and filled with gas
· Lots of different types of bubbles

Curriculum for Excellence links

It is intended that the workshop will help work towards the following outcomes

Science
· SCN 0-15a   Through creative play, I explore different materials and can share my reasoning for selecting materials for different purposes
Mathematics

· MTH 0-16a   I enjoy investigating objects and shapes and can sort, describe and be creative with them.

· Ideas, Skills and Attitudes

We develop our sessions with a focus on the ideas, skills and attitudes that we would like participants to gain from them.

Ideas

· That all bubbles are round
· That bubbles are full of gas
Skills

· The ability to apply existing knowledge to new situations. E.g. all bubbles are round so you can’t make a triangular bubble
Attitudes

· Wonder and curiosity about the world
Extension work
Bubble painting – put food colouring in the bubble mix then either blow the bubbles so they pop on the paper or blow into the bubble mix until the bubbles come over the top then put the paper onto the overflowing bubbles.
Outreach
When we do the bubble show on outreach we require enough seating for the children (this can be on the floor if appropriate) and a floor surface or covering that can get a bit wet! Due to the cleaning required at the end of the show it is better to be in 1 place for the duration of the visit. We will need access to the room for an hour before the 1st show and half an hour after the last show.
It is important that the lead teacher discusses these requirements with a member of our education team prior to the visit.
