· Inspect soldering irons after every session

· Regular PAT testing of soldering irons and cable checks

· Cables only used for soldering session

	
	· Electrocution from spillages
	Pupils
	· No food or drink to be taken into session
· Check room for spillages prior to each session

	
	· Tripping hazard
	Pupils, staff
	· Personal belongings (bags + jackets) to be stored outside room or safely away from work areas

· Maximum 16 pupils per session

	
	· Fire risk from soldering irons burning paper
	Pupils
	· Full safety briefing at start of session on dangers of soldering irons and only to be used on surfaces as instructed

· Fire extinguisher to be on standby in all sessions
