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· Sensors – eyes and ears

These allow the robot to identify most things.  Some robots have sensors which measure movement, heat and touch.

· Actuators – muscles

Robots need actuators to move.  They work like your muscles and need commands to tell them what to do.

· Power systems – food and fuel
Robots need energy like we do, but they don’t eat food!  They can get energy in many ways such as electricity, the sun (solar power) or batteries.

· Controls – the mind

Robots need to be operated – this is often by a computer, which gives them commands.
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
