Prepare and focus your class by viewing the presentation with them before you visit.  The notes below give further information on how to best use the exhibits you will see in the presentation.

	Title

	Introduction

	3
	The image the children see is better if they cup their hands around the goggles.

	4
	Encourage the children to jump up and down while the others look through the goggles

	7
	This works best if they line up noses or eyes.

	8

	Encourage the children to check both eyes and compare the results for each.

	10
	One mask is concave.  If you touch the concave face it helps your brain to understand what is happening

	11
	You should be able to see either pillars or men wearing caps!  (But your brain cannot understand both at once!)

	12
	The children may need to get a partner to hold the goggles for them while they shoot.  (The goggles shift your line of vision).

	13
	You have to sit at this display for some time until the red crosses appear on the screen. Then try to slide your eyes to the word ‘Next’ on the screen. Then read the display and wait for your eye movements to be recorded. There is a long wait – just be patient!!

	14
	You will need to pull the machine down over the sides of your head and hold it there. Make sure your head is far enough in the machine to break the beam and start the scanner. It may take a few seconds to begin. (Don’t worry, it doesn’t really scan the brain – it is just a video!)

	15
	Great fun! Younger children may need help programming their face in.

	16
	Encourage the children to go inside.  You will feel like you are moving!  The tent moves on its own and children don’t need to pull it round!

	17
	Thermal-imaging camera.  You might want to bring a jacket to this exhibit to show its insulating properties. Jumping up and down or rubbing colder sections of clothing or hair (will friction make a material warmer or colder?) also produce fun effects. 

	18
	There are a number of exhibits for children to try on their own.

	19
	A number of computer challenges: the P4-7 exhibition worksheet has a space to record results.
